Zion Summer Camp - 2015

Welcome to Summer Camp at Zion!  We are glad to be able to offer this service to your family and pray it will be a great experience for your family!  The following are answers to some FAQ.  

What should my child bring to Summer Camp?  A lunch, swimsuit and sunscreen for all children, and our junior campers need a small pillow and small blanket.  

What is the drop-off procedure?  Students being dropped off prior to 7:50am should go to the upstairs Before/After Care Room.  You may sign them in there.  After 7:50 children go directly to their classroom.  After 8:00 go to the Gym doors to press the buzzer for admittance.  Junior Campers must have an adult bring them to the classroom.  Elementary Campers may independently check in if desired.  

What age children take naps at Summer Camp?  Our 3 & 4 year olds, and children going in to Kindergarten will lie down to have a naptime.  Children having completed Kindergarten will have a quiet play time.

Is refrigeration or a microwave available for lunch?  Refrigerator space is limited, so if your child’s lunch needs to stay cold, please pack it in a lunch box with an ice pack.  We do have microwaves available for teachers to warm up foods.

What is Water Play?  Each afternoon following lunch we will set up a sprinkler and have a water table to play with, bubbles, and enjoy popsicles.   Please be sure to send in sunscreen to prevent burning. We will help children to apply.

What field trips will my child take?  Our 3yr-1st graders enjoy the Children’s Librarian from Bethalto Public Library coming to Zion for a fun story time and craft.  The 2nd-6th grades will alternate each week between going bowling and swimming.  Complete information is on the Field Trip Permission Form that must be on file with Summer Camp.  

How do I pick up my child?  When picking up at either 11:00 or 3:00 you may park and walk up to the Summer Camp doors.  Summer Camp workers will initial the sign-out sheet indicating your child did not stay for after care.  If not picked up by 3:10 the camper will be checked in to After Care.  The children in After Care go to the playground at 3:10.

What about pick up times other than 11:00 or 3:00? Picking up at other times please park and come in to pick up.  You may gain access  by pressing the buzzer at the Gym Doors.  Sign your child out and indicate what time you picked up.  

Where will the kids be when I pick up after 3:00?  We play outside on the playground between 3:00 and 4:00.  2nd– 6th graders on the large playground behind the school building and the 3yr-1st grades on the fenced in playground.  Summer Camp workers have the sign-out sheets.  After 4:00 the kids are in the upstairs Before/After Care room.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]I am running late – how can I let the Summer Camp workers know?  This year we have a separate cell phone/number for the Summer Camp.  __________ The school office is only staffed from 8:30-12:30, so it may be easiest to use this number when contacting Summer Camp.  (A new number will be published prior to Summer Camp starting for the year)

How do I know how much I owe?  The sign-in sheet has the balance due for each week.  You may also call the school office.  This must be paid at the beginning of the week.  Summer Camp fees may not be carried over to the next week.  

I’d like to sign up for additional days of Summer Camp.  Please line this up with the School Office.  As long as there is availability, we will be happy to accommodate you.  

Our plans have changed and my child will not be at Summer Camp for the days we signed up for.  We want Zion’s Summer Camp to be as flexible as possible for your family.  However, we also are saving a spot and staffing accordingly for your child when they are signed up for a particular day.  When you contact the school office prior to the day your child is signed up for, you will not be billed for that day.  We also will not bill for the day if your child is sick and you call either the school office or notify summer camp personnel by 9am that day.  If your child is not at summer camp and we have not had communication as described above, we will need to bill for the missed day.
